POPULATION 1,565
Inchture is in Perth and Kinross. Its location on a 19th century toll road led to its development. Although now bypassed by the main road it is now a
commuting settlement with access to Perth and Dundee.

In this small town, this population is characterised by older working age families with teenagers. They are more highly educated and have higher
social grades than some other groups. 2 car ownership is higher than in other groups.

Inchture is a dependent to interdependent town.

Its most similar towns are Abernethy, Balmedie, Brookfield, and Howwood.
