Today local industry is
dominated by the yeast plant (Kerry Bio-Science) and Diageo's distilling plant.

The group has higher social grade status than
other groups, a higher proportion are owner occupiers and car ownership is also higher.

Its most similar towns are Aberdour, Birkhill and Muirhead, Cardross, and Carmunnock.
